He is responsible for energy efficiency investments which have surpassed $150 million in the past ten years.  AMERESCO works for public housing authorities, assisted and conventional housing clients, housing and energy agencies, and electric and gas utilities. For the past fifteen years, he has led the housing group in its efforts to bring performance contracting to the multifamily sector. In March of l995, Mr. Morgan brought most of Citizens Conservation Corporation’s staff and assets to EUA Cogenex, which offered working capital, project financing, and additional financing and construction management assistance.  Citizens was acquired by AMERESCO in June, 2000.

Mr. Morgan has spearheaded the expansion of AMERESCO from its Northeast base to the Midwest, West, and Southeast in its performance contracting business to public housing authorities and private apartment building owners.
